The seventh plague … the hail, thunder, and lightning … Man, beast, herb, and tree were smitten … as a challenge to Neit, who the Egyptians called the great mother queen god of highest heaven. 
The eighth plague … the locusts eating every tree …  attacked “the prize of Egypt” … Among other titles, Egypt was called “The Land of The Sycamore.” 
The ninth plague … impenetrable darkness … was a challenge to their chief idol, Ra, the sun god. 
The tenth, the smiting of the firstborn of man and beast … God said, “against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment” (Exodus 12:12) … for every town and village had its sacred animal, frog, beetle, ram, cow, cat, etc., each a god.

After that Pharaoh and all of Egypt were sore distressed because of the plagues … 

Pharaoh sent for Moses … and ask that he entreat Jehovah God for their deliverance from the plagues … 

Moses said unto Pharaoh … Shall I entreat God for thee … that thou, thy servants, and thy people, be delivered?
Moses prayed as Pharaoh desired …

Then, as Moses was about to leave Pharaoh, he said … when this is all over, you will know that there is none like unto the LORD our GOD.

In Psalm 51 … David cried out to God after committing adultery with Bathsheba … and was responsible for the death of her husband, Uriah … 
Have mercy upon me, O God, according to thy lovingkindness: according unto the multitude of thy tender mercies blot out my transgressions.  Wash me thoroughly from mine iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin. 

Fifty-two chapters later, David said …
