Nothing But the Truth,
So Help Me God
[Revelation 22:18-19] For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book: [19] And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.
When a person is called to testify in a court of law … prior to testifying you are asked to swear or affirm the following …

The testimony I am about to give is the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth, so help me God.

Judge Robert H. Bork, one-time nominee to the Supreme Court, in his book, Slouching Toward Gomorra, makes some interesting statements concerning the church and the world today: 

“Mainline Protestant churches have melded with the far left wing of the secular culture. The most striking manifestation of that is, of course, the ordination of practicing gays and lesbians as denominational ministers. In other ways, too, the mainline Protestant churches have conformed their standards to those of the secular culture on the theory, which has proved mistaken again and again, that to remain relevant and keep its members, a church must change with the times. The obtrusive fact is that the churches that make the highest demands on their members, that focus on salvation, community, and morality, that stand against the direction of the secular culture, are the churches that have gained in membership.”

In the 21st chapter of I Kings … Naboth is faced with the most difficult decision of his lifetime … 

Whether he should sell his vineyard to wicked King Ahab and his immoral wife Jezebel … 

Or, to refuse to sell his vineyard … which was given him as an inheritance?
By selling the vineyard he would become rich … favored … and alive!

By refusing to sell was certain death. 
Note the words of Naboth in [I Kings 21:

2-3] And Ahab spake unto Naboth, saying, Give me thy vineyard, that I may have it for a garden of herbs, because it is near unto my house: and I will give thee for it a better vineyard than it; or, if it seem good to thee, I will give thee the worth of it in money. [3] And Naboth said to Ahab, The LORD forbid it me, that I should give the inheritance of my fathers unto thee.
The church of the living God … in many ways … is at the same crossroad Naboth faced. 
Pressure is being brought to bare from every side to compromise … let down … back up … fit in … 

To give in would be the easier route …

To fit in with the rest of the religious world would mean less pressure on family … friends … local congregations and denominations.

Yet … we know that what we have we received by revelation … 

What we have … so many of us received from our fathers and elders who have gone before us!

The bottom line is … Are we going to sell our inheritance?

Are we going to compromise?

Or … Are we going to hold-on-to and protect our inheritance?

My mind is made up! … My inheritance is not for sale!

I have friends in the Truth who mean so much to me.

I have family in the Truth who I dearly love.

I have trusted elders in my life who taught me the Truth.

But if they sell their inheritance … I am parting company with them.

I’m not turning my back on the Truth for anyone!

Its time for that the people of God to make an ironclad commitment to Truth!

The church of Ephesus was guilty of losing their first love.
The Apostle Paul warns in [II Thessalonians 2:10-12] …Because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. [11] …God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: [12] That they all might be damned who believed not the truth…
Its not enough to … 

Simply be acquainted with Truth.


Fellowship with people of Truth.


Know Truth.

Attend a Truth preaching church.
You have to LOVE the TRUTH!

Truth will always … and in all circumstances … be Truth!

[Matthew 24:35] Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.
Truth doesn’t need you or I to believe it to be Truth …

Truth never changes.

Truth stands on its own.

Truth is Truth whether anyone believes it or not.

Truth was Truth before you found it … 
It will still be Truth even if you walk away from it.

Educators credit Sir Isaac Newton with discovering the “Law Of Gravity” 

Can I tell you that it was the Law of Gravity before he found it? 

When he found it … that didn’t make it any more the Law of Gravity than it was before he discovered it. 

If Newton would have, in his latter years, renounced his discovery … that would not have changed it!

Write it down … 

Truth is ABSOLUTE  …

Truth is UNMITIGATED … 

Truth cannot be diminished or moderated by anyone or anything.

Truth is INVARIANT … 

Truth never changes … 

Truth is constant … 

2+2 always equals 4 … 
NEVER 3.9 … 
Never 4.1 …

Truth stands on its’ own.

Truth remains when everything around it has crumbled.

Truth needs no one to agree with it for it to be Truth.

The beautiful doctrinal revelations that have been handed us ARE NOT FOR SALE!

[Acts 2:38] Is still the Bible plan of salvation!

There is still only one God … [Deuteronomy 6:4] Hear oh Israel, the Lord our God is one Lord.
Holiness and separation from the world is still the will of God for His church!
[Hebrews 12:14] … holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord:
[1 Peter 1:16] Because it is written, Be ye holy; for I am holy.
[II Corinthians 6:17] Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you.
[John 14:15] If ye love me, keep my commandments.
[I John 2:15] Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him.
